Play app stores.  

• For Email, Phone, or SMS (Text message) Users, register online to receive alerts 

Once downloaded, register for your account by selecting your region on a map and receive 

immediate emergency alerts.

Birch Hills County, County of Grande Prairie, City of Grande Prairie, and Saddle Hills County, 

just to name a few, also use the Voyent Alert! notification system. You can choose to receive 

alerts from Voyent Alert! for any or all of these communities.
